In May, the organisational process was discussed on the second kick-of meeting. Experiences of 

organised events were shared, upcoming events with partners were discussed, and challenges and 

measures to reduce them were discussed. Representatives from 4 partner countries were present.  

In May, an creative workshop for the public took place in Ignalina, with 2 representatives from each 

country (8 people in total). A total of 62 participants, 18 men and 44 women, took part in the creative 

workshop.  

Representatives of the municipalities and the project coordinators arrived earlier and had the opportunity 

to visit the Ignalina municipality and institutions, and to get an overview of the activities and the gender 

equality situation. Experiences were exchanged. Also on 9 May, the main event took place, during which 

cartoons were drawn and an exhibition was opened at the Ignalina Regional Museum. The event was 

called Europe Day celebration and education of the exhibition of the works of the art residence. The 

event was attended by the Advisor to the Mayor and the Vice-Mayor of the Municipality, who welcomed 

Lithuania's membership of the European Union and briefly discussed the benefits and where we are 

going. There was a lively caricature drawing and a concert by the bards, a family of well-known 

Lithuanian actors, who also gave a presentation on family values and the differences between men and 

women in the family, as well as on relationships with children. 

The event was difficult to keep a gender balance and more women than men attended, no one spoke 

about the gender binary and we are unable to provide such information. 

 

The publicity activities of the project on the municipality's social networks and the posters produced by 

the municipality make it possible to spread the word about the project itself and its theme. The activities 

carried out during the project allowed to talk about gender equality in the sphere of art and the works 

created made it easier to communicate the topic to the public.
